National Volunteer Statistics 
 
Here are some interesting national statistics for promoting volunteers in your community, 
and for advocating for volunteer funding and resources. These statistics can also be used to 
celebrate volunteerism and civic engagement in your community! 

¥ In 2008, 61.8 million Americans volunteered, contributing more than 8 billion 

hours at a value of $162 billion in service to America.     

¥ 30.1% of women and 23.3% of men volunteered during 2009.  * 

¥ Persons age 35 to 44 continued to be the most likely to volunteer (31.5%), while the 

lowest volunteerism rate was among those in their early twenties (18.8%).  * 

¥ 59.1% of adults 45 to 64 volunteer.  * 

¥ 23.9% of adults 65 and older volunteer.  * 

¥ Of those seniors who volunteer, 36.3% are considered Òintensive volunteers,Ó 

performing 100 hours or more of volunteer service over the course of a year.  * 

¥ When volunteers were asked the main activity they performed for their main 

organization, religious volunteering (34%) and education and youth services (26.1%) 

were the most frequently reported.  * 

¥ Approximately 56% of volunteers became involved with their main organization after 

being asked to volunteer, most often by someone in the organization.  A smaller 

proportion, about 40.9%, became involved on their own initiative.  * 
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¥ The estimated dollar value of a volunteer is $20.25 an hour.  ** 

¥ Four in five, or 80%, of charities use volunteers.  **** 

¥ 34.4% of volunteers included their children younger than 18 years of age in their 

volunteer service. * 

¥ Volunteers employed full-time or part-time accounted for 62.4% of volunteers in 2009.  * 

¥ Unemployed volunteers accounted for 22.9% of volunteers in 2009.  * 

State of Florida Volunteer Statistics 

¥ In 2008-2009, approximately 84,000 people of all ages and backgrounds are helping to 

meet local needs, strengthen communities, and increase civic engagement through 227 

national service projects across Florida. (Service includes: mentoring, tutoring, 

coordinating after-school programs, restoring the environment, responding to disasters, 

and managing volunteers.) 

!  AmeriCorps: 1,496 members are served in 173 projects during the 2008-2009 

service year. 

!  Senior Corps   : 30,197 members served in 53 projects during the 2008-2009 

service year. 

!  Learn and Serve America: 52,317 participants served in 76 projects during the 

2008-2009 service year.     

    Senior Corps includes the Retired and Senior Volunteer Program (RSVP), Foster Grandparents, and Senior 
Companions programs. 

 

¥ Florida has 31 volunteer centers in local communities.  Volunteer Centers are 

grassroots organizations that match potential volunteers with opportunities to serve.  ^ 
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¥ More than 219,000 caring adult mentors are tutoring and guiding young people in
